The Faith of Blind Bartimaeus, from Mark 10:46-52   

Introduction    
46 Then they came to Jericho. And as He was leaving Jericho with His disciples and a 
large crowd, a blind beggar named Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, was sitting by the 
road. 47 When he heard that it was Jesus the Nazarene, he began to cry out and say, 
“Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” 48 Many were sternly telling him to be quiet, 
but he kept crying out all the more, “Son of David, have mercy on me!”  
 

49 And Jesus stopped and said, “Call him here.” So they called the blind man, saying to 
him, “Take courage, stand up! He is calling for you.” 50 Throwing aside his cloak, he 
jumped up and came to Jesus. 51 And answering him, Jesus said, “What do you want 
Me to do for you?” And the blind man said to Him, “Rabboni, I want to regain my sight!”

 H=Heart for Christ 1 Corinthians 16:22 If anyone does not love the Lord, he is to be accursed. Luke 14:26 “If anyone comes to Me, 
and does not hate his own father and mother and wife and children and brothers and sisters, yes, and even his own life, he cannot be My 
disciple.

 Y=Yielding to Christ 2 Corinthians 13:5 Test yourselves to see if you are in the faith; examine yourselves! Or do you not recognize this 
about yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you—unless indeed you fail the test?   2 Peter 1:10 brethren, be all the more diligent to make 
certain about His calling and choosing you; for as long as you practice these things, you will never stumble; Verse 5-7 says faith, moral 
excellence, knowledge, self-control, perseverance, godliness, brotherly kindness, and love.  8 For if these qualities are yours and are 
increasing, they render you neither useless nor unfruitful in the true knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.
